Qin Dynasty,Western Han and Eastern Han Dynasties (about 475B.C.-~220A.D.) 

The theory of acupuncture and moxibustion was shaped in the Warring States period (475B.C.~221B.C.) and the theory of yin and yang and five elements became the mainstream philosophy in the Han dynasty(206B.C.~220B.C.).When medicine and philosophy were integrated,as a result the great monograph on medicine—Huang Di Nei Jing (Huangdi’s Canon of Medicine) was completed.  In the Han dynasty Huang Di Ming Tang Jin ( Illustrated Huangdi’s Canon of Medicine), the first monograph on acupuncture and moxibustion was compiled.

Huang Di Nei Jing(Huangdi’s Canon of Medicine)  and acupuncture and moxibustion 

Huang Di Nei Jing, also known as Nei Jing(Canon of Medicine) in short, consists of two volumes, i.e. Su Wen(Plain Questions) and Ling Shu (Spiritual Pivot) , which were written between the Warring States period and Western Han dynasty (475B.C.~24A.D.), lasting for about 500 years.  It was the earliest medical classic in which the theory of meridians was recorded.
